Judging is in timetable order unless otherwise stated.
The Judge’s decision is final.
BEDDING - Limited straw / shaving bedding is available for purchase at the showground.
Would exhibitors bring their own mangers or feed containers as these are not provided.
For reasons of safety and to prevent nuisance the Council of the Society has decided that dogs can only be
permitted on the Showground whilst on a lead. Motor Bikes or Quad Bikes will not be permitted on the
Showground.
The Equifest Show Committee reserves the right to measure any type of class by their official Veterinary
Surgeon on the Showground unless exhibitors are able to produce a Life Certificate to the Veterinary
Surgeon and / or Steward in charge on the day.
CANCELLATION OF/OR ALTERATION TO CLASSES - The Equifest Show Committee reserves the right
to cancel, divide or amalgamate or otherwise change any class or to limit entries in any class or section from
any entrant.
HARD HATS. It is the sole responsibility of riders to ensure that at all times whilst on horseback, they wear
correctly fitting protective headgear which complies with the latest British Standard. The Society accepts no
responsibility for any injury arising from a failure to comply with this regulation. Top Hats / Bowlers may be
worn during the Evening Performances only, by riders riding off of the Lead Rein.
NOMINATION AND SUBSTITUTION ENTRIES ARE NOT ALLOWED.
CONTAGIOUS DISEASE - All exhibitors are asked to be aware of animals on the Showground and ensure
that all exhibits are fit and well. If any exhibitor has reason to believe that an animal is unfit, please report
this to the Veterinary Centre or the Secretary’s Office.
HORSE WALKWAYS - Horses must move between rings and horseboxes on the horse walkways
whenever possible.
OBJECTIONS - Any exhibitor at the Show feeling himself aggrieved must make his protest in writing within
one hour of the completion of the judging of the class and pay a deposit to the Secretary of £25.00.
Objections will not be entertained from any person or organisation not exhibiting in the same class as the
animal to which the objection is raised. An Appeals Tribunal will consider objections at a time and place to
be fixed by them and the person making the objection must be available to attend or, be represented by his
authorised agent at the appointed time and place. The decision of the Appeals Tribunal shall be final, and if
the protest be not substantiated the deposit may be forfeited. The animal to which the objection is raised
must remain on the showground until permission to leave has been obtained from the Secretary.
INSURANCE
It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to insure all property and livestock on the Showground or elsewhere
which is his own, or for which he is responsible.
The Society requires exhibitors to effect Employers Liability insurance where this is required by statute.
The Society also requires to effect Public Liability and Products Liability insurance with a minimum indemnity
of £1,000,000 to protect their liability.
EQUIFEST CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES - All classes for the Equifest Championship classes (19 — 22, 27 —
28, 93 — 98, 102 — 107, 152 — 160, 161 — 166) must be accompanied by the correct remittance and the
appropriate qualification card. Competitors who qualify for the finals at this show must submit their entries to
the Secretary’s Office as soon as possible after qualification and prior to the commencement of the
championship class.
STALLIONS - in the interest of safety, stallions may only be ridden / handled by persons over the age of 14
years — with the exceEtion of Small Breeds Mountain & Moorland stallions, where the rider / handler must
have attained their 12" birthday by the 1% January in the current year.
